COMPETITIVE ENTRIES 
 

There are 39 categories for this Shell Show. A full list of categories is given on the entry form, and the 

Competition Rules are attached. Registrants and Dealers may submit entries in any category. There is no 

limit on the number of entries, except categories 1,2,3 which are each limited to 3 entries per registration. 

 

Standard competition display boxes 
Use of the standard competition display boxes is encouraged, as this will help maintain the high standard of 

presentation of exhibits at National competitions. If you already have the standard national display boxes 

and lids, please bring these with you for use for your entries at this Shell Show. If you have any spare boxes 

please bring them along. If you do not have your own box, they are available at a cost of $15 each, payable 

on registration. 

 

The standard national display box size is 600 mm x 370 mm x 100 mm. The height is about 100 mm.  
Competition displays should be arranged in landscape format, as this will provide the most efficient use of 
available table space. This is the same display format used at the Sydney and Brisbane Shell Shows. i.e., the 
600 mm long side of the box will face the viewer and edge of the table.  

 

Own display boxes 
Competitors are welcome to use their own display boxes, but you are requested to ensure the dimensions of 

the box do not exceed 600 mm x 450 mm. They too must be arranged in landscape format.  

 

If you have larger shells 
There is no restriction on the height of a display. For security reasons your display should be covered by 

transparent material, but you may extend the box sides upwards, or build risers inside your box. 

 
If you wish to use two boxes of the standard size laid side by side in landscape fashion for the one entry you 

may do so, but will have to pay an extra $5 competition entry fee, and pay for the two boxes i f they are 

supplied by us. 

 

Awards 
Certificates will be awarded for first and second place in each category where the judges determine that 

there are entries of sufficient quality to justify their award. Some categories have a perpetual trophy. These 

are retained by the Shell Show Committees, so must be returned by the end of this show. 

 

JUDGING 
 

Persons with experience of judging and/or competing at Shell Shows are invited to indicate their interest  in 

judging by 15
th

 November 2017 (on the Registration Form if registering early bird). Persons selected as 

judges will be notified before the Show. Judges will not be asked to judge categories in which they have 

entries, but will be invited to judge in other categories.  Judging will take place between 4.00 p.m. and 

6.00 p.m. Friday 9
th

 February. Light refreshments will be provided for judges. 

 

DEALERS 
 

Dealers make an enormous contribution to the success of a Shell Show, and are cordially invited to 

participate. A Dealer Table, size 2400 mm x 900 mm (600 mm longer and 150 mm deeper than the tables at 

the Sydney Shell Show), for the entire show will cost (a) by Early Bird Registration date (15
th

 November 

2017) $150, or (b) $200 standard rate up to 21
st
 January 2018. Additional tables may be available for $75 

each. As space is limited, Dealers are asked to indicate their intention to purchase table space as soon as 

possible. It may not be possible to accommodate last minute requests.  

 

 



JOINING THE WA SHELL CLUB AND ADVERTISING 

Dealers or other persons have the option to become a member of the WA Shell Club by paying a $50 
membership subscription. Payment of the subscription then entitles that person or Dealer to one full years 

membership and includes a business card size ad in our club Extravaganza magazine. Advertising can be 

extended for a full year. $100 Business card size ad.  

SHOW ENTRY ON FRIDAY 
Dealers, dealer table helpers, Judges, Competitors and Committee are allowed in the venue on Friday – 

NO ONE ELSE. Selling or swapping shells on Friday is not allowed 

 

NO Members, Dealers or Visitors are allowed to do shell deals or swaps outside 
our venue for the duration of the show. 

 

SHELL  SHOW DINNER 

The Shell Show Dinner will be held at 7:00 p.m. for 7:30 p.m. start on  Saturday  at  the  South  Fremantle 

Football Club.  Cost will be $50 per person.  It will be a three-course alternate drop menu. Please advise if 

you have special requirements for meals.  Trophies will be awarded at the dinner. 

OTHER MEALS 

Light meals and refreshments will be available for purchase on Saturday and Sunday in the Competition 

Hall. Alternatively, lunch may be purchased at the nearby Fremantle Market shops and Hotels.  

SELL, SWAP and BUY 

A Sell Swap and Buy will be held on Sunday morning, 10 a.m. – 12 p.m.  Tables for this are 

$15 each. Please  indicate  the  number  of  spaces  required  on  the  Shell  Show  Registration  Form   

by  11th November 2017. 

SILENT AUCTION 

A silent auction  of  books  and  other  shell-related  material  will  be  held  at  2:00  p.m.  on Sunday  11th 

February. Books or other material may be donated for auction, or sold with 10% commission.  Please 

contact the organisers if you have material in either category to auction. The only shells auctioned will be 

those that may be donated by dealers, members and collectors. 

 

No commission is charged on sales. However, dealers, or sell/swap/buy participants who do well 

during the Show may wish to donate a shell or two to the Silent Auction.  

 

SHELL SHOW SHIRT 

Be at the height of fashion with a Shell Show shirt with a distinctive logo on the pocket. Indicate on the 

Registration Form if you wish to buy one (or more). Shirts ordered up to the early bird deadline (15 th 

November 2017) will be $30; those ordered after 15 th November 2017 or at the show (while stocks last) 

will be $35. Indicate size (M, L, XXL or XXXL)  plus children sizes on the Registration Form. 

 

AUSTRALIAN GOVERNMENT REGULATIONS 

Australian Customs and Quarantine Regulations Regarding Specimen Shells 
Australia has strict quarantine and Customs requirements. International visitors are recommended to 

declare all animal products, including empty shells, being  brought into Australia.  Some people have 
found it useful to have with them photographs of the shells being brought into the country. Avoid 

bringing CITES listed shells and/or other material, Giant African  Land  Snails, and uncleaned shells. 

Export permits are not required for shells which did not originate in Australia. The situation for shells 
of Australian origin at the time of the Show is not clear at the time of printing. We will provide up to 
date information at the time of the Show. Please check with the Dealers from whom you purchase shells. 

MAKE SURE ALL YOUR SHELLS ARE PROPERLY CLEANED!

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RULES 

1. All entries should be submitted on the Competition Entry Form, which should be sent 

with the Registration Form.  No telephone entries will be accepted.  There is no limit 

to the number of entries a competitor may enter overall, or in a single category. 

Dealers may enter in any category. 

2. Longest dimension for display boxes is 600 mm, and maximum width is 450 mm. 

Entries will be laid out “landscape fashion” – that is the longer dimension along the 

table edge. In categories 1 to 3, shells will be displayed in a display case provided by 

the organisers. 

3. Number of shells, all of different species except in category 31 (“Variation of a 

Species”), in each entry should correspond to the number indicated on the  

Competition Entry Form. Each shell should be accompanied by a label showing 

species, author, year of naming, and locality, except where otherwise noted on the 

Competition Entry Form. In general displays (featuring more than one family), the 

family to which the species belongs should also be included on each label. 

Handwritten labels are accepted. Any name used in a reputable publication will be 

accepted. Subspecies are all considered as part of a single species. 

4. Displayed shells should not be enclosed in plastic bags or boxes inside the display 

cases. Judging will be on displays “with lids on”.  That is, any flaws that are visible in 

a shell in the case with its lid on will be taken into account in judging. Any flaws not 

visible when the lid is on the case will not be taken into account. 

5. No lid should be removed from a display case, and no shell should be taken    
from its display case or handled, for judging, photography, or  any  other 

purpose, except with the express permission of its owner, and in his/her presence. 

6. In worldwide (W/W) categories there is no requirement to include shells collected in 

Australia. In Australian categories all the shells displayed must have been collected in 

Australia. 

7. Points are given in many categories for “Variety”. This may include, where 

appropriate, variety of families in a general category, variety of genera within a 

family, variation of size, in category 31 variation within the species, variety of 

localities. 

8. Where points are given for “Quality”, account is not taken of a shell’s rarity. A large 

specimen of high quality will usually rate more highly than a smaller specimen of the 

same species of similar quality. Whether or not a shell has an operculum will have no 

effect on points awarded by judges. 

9. “Presentation” includes the overall visual impact of a display, the evident amount of 

work that has been put into its preparation and compliance with the number of shells 

required. Judicious use of a small amount of explanatory text, maps, diagrams, or 

photographs may be regarded favourably. 

10. Depending on the numbers of entries received, the organisers reserve the right to 

combine or split categories.  This especially refers to categories 29 and 30 

11. Under “Labelling” points will be deducted if, for example, identification of a shell is 

incorrect, or if there are clear errors or omissions. 

12. Shells in Categories 1 and 2 (“Shell of the Show”) will be judged 90% quality, 10% 

labelling. 

13. Shells in Category 3 (“Most Spectacular Shell”) will be judged 90% impact, 10% 

labelling. The shell may have a few small flaws (more acceptable here than in 

categories 1 and 2), but very noticeable flaws will detract from impact. 

14. In Categories 4 to 34, except 31, points will be awarded as follows: Presentation 20%, 
Quality of Shells 50%, Variety 20%, Labelling 10%. 



15. In Category 31 “Variation of a Species”, points will be awarded as follows: 

Presentation 30%, Quality of Shells 20%, Variation 40%, Labelling 10%. 

16. In Categories 35 and 38 points will be awarded as follows: Presentation 50%, Quality 

of Shells 20%, Variation 20%, and Labelling 10%. Quality of stamps will be taken 

into account only as this affects overall presentation. 

17. In  Category  36,  “Educational”,  the  display  is  judged  entirely  on  its  perceived 
effectiveness in informing a member of the public, not generally knowledgeable about 

molluscs, about some topic. (Some Examples: molluscs for food, molluscs that sting 

shells in religion, shells in art, growth stages, sinistral and dextral coiling, fossil shells, 

great rarities, history of shell collecting, shells with a story) Educational displays 
should always include some shells, but inclusion as well, where appropriate, 

photographs, diagrams, maps, explanatory text, artworks, or artefacts. 

18. Category 39, “Craft from Shells” points are given entirely for “Presentation”. No 
labels are necessary. 

19. Categories 29, 30 and 32 may include micro shells. Entrants should provide some 
means of magnification so that the shells may be properly viewed. 

20. Categories 8 and 9 “Cypraeidae may include Zoila and/or Umbilia, but not many as 
these are fully represented in their own categories. 

21. Fossil and Subfossil shells are only allowed in categories 29, 30, 35, 36 and 39 
22. All decisions of judges are final. Judges’ score cards can be viewed by entrants for 

feedback purposes. 
23. Displays should be left in place until 5:00 p.m. on Sunday 21

st
 February. All displays 

should be removed by 6:00 p.m. 
24. The hosting club, through its members, agents or guests, will not be responsible for 

any breakage, loss, theft or any other damage of whatsoever nature to shells or any 
other materials exhibited for the duration of the National Shell Show.  

25. It is a condition of registration (taking a table or entering the competition) that all 
delegates accept and agree to abide by the full set of Shell Show Rules.
